There were over 400 
competitors from around the state

Cody Costello earned a gold medal.  Hunter Costello earned a gold medal.  Manuel Alverez 
won a silver medal.  
 
Mike Fife had 3 wins and two losses.  He was eliminated in the semi-finals.  Justin Johnson 
had 2 wins and 2 losses.  Ronnie Wise had an uncontested division and decided to move up to 
the next weight bracket.  He fought hard but was eliminated in two rounds.  Alexander 
Makimoto won three rounds and lost two rounds.  He was also eliminated in the semi-final 
round.
