VACAVILLE POLICE APPREHEND SUSPECT IN GRAND THEFT ATTEMPT

Thanks in part to an alert employee at a nearby business, police were able to
apprehend a suspect in the theft of a large piece of equipment that he was
attempting to steal.

The employee, from a business in the 800 block of Eubanks Drive, called police
shortly after 7:00 a.m. to report someone was trying to steal a large mobile
transformer worth approximately $8,000. The suspect was seen driving away with
the thousand-pound transformer in a silver Dodge Durango truck.

A “be on the lookout” (BOL) was issued for the vehicle, which was soon spotted
heading southbound on 1-505 near Vaca Valley Parkway at approximately 7:21 a.m.
by a Vacaville detective.

The suspect left the transformer along the side of the freeway and drove away.
Officers went into pursuit after the suspect vehicle, which drove into the Browns
Valley area. The vehicle eventually stopped in a field near Fire Station 73 just off of
Vaca Valley Parkway and the suspect fled on foot through the field before he was
taken into custody without incident.

The stolen transformer was later found in the ditch along 1-505 where the detective
first spotted the suspect vehicle. The suspect, Lanh Truong, 30, of Fairfield was
booked into county jail for grand theft and felony evading.
