Force Base BX Pharmacy, and the Solano County Sheriff Coroner’s Office will also
be participating.

Acceptable items include medication waste defined as items intended for use in
the diagnosis, cure, mitigation, treatment or prevention of disease in humans or
animals. Medication waste is synonymous with drug waste, pharmaceutical waste,
unused or expired medication, unused or expired drugs, prescription and over-the-
counter human drugs, veterinary drugs, diagnostic agents and nutritional
supplements.

Remember to seal all liquids and creams, and removal all personal information.
“Sharps” will not be accepted.
